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From the Vicarage

Dear Friends,

You will see from the list of services
that the last Sunday of October is the day
when we shall be holding our annual
memorial services at the three parish
churches. As usual, we shall be specially
inviting the relatives of those whose
funerals have been held in the churches
during the past year, but all are welcome to
come and remember friends and family who
have died, with the opportunity to light a
candle in their memory. So please join us
for one of those services if you wish.

Some of you will know that Marion and I
had a fortnight's holiday in mid September,
and were fortunate fo be able fo enjoy a
brief spell of better weather. Now, the
equinox is past and the weather has turned
very autumnal, and it would be easy to feel
very miserable and moan about the end of
summer, the departure of the swallows and
martins, and the general feel of winter
looming. But as a partial remedy for that,
let me remind you of one of the things that
we can enjoy as autumn deepens.

From my study I have a view across the
valley to the lower edge of Longnor wood
(assuming that it is not raining so hard that
I can't see that far!) Already I can see the
trees beginning to turn and the first signs
of their autumn colours. Within a few
weeks, depending on the weather, there
should be some glorious colours to
appreciate, and one of the blessings of
autumn will be there for us fo enjoy.

Three years ago, in mid October, we
were able to join our elder daughter (who
lives in Texas) for a holiday in the USA; we
flew to Houston and then drove northeast
across America until we arrived at the

Appalachian ~ Mountains  in  northern
Tennessee, where we stayed in a cabin in a
state park for a week. (If you have been to
the USA you will know that one of the
frustrations for people who like walking is
that there is no network of public
footpaths to explore; it is only in the state
parks or the national parks that you can
enjoy the chance tfo walk in the
countryside.) We were ftreated to an
amazing display of autumn colours, and
although it seemed rather crazy to drive
more than a thousand miles through a
number of different states what we were
privileged to see was the gradual change
from the greenery of the southern states
to the autumn colours of the more
northerly that we went through. My view to
Longnor wood is nothing like as extensive or
breath-taking as the views we saw from the
Appalachian ridges, but the same colours
will be visible, and in that I shall be able to
rejoice.

The autumn colours remind us that it is
easy to take for granted the beauty of the
world around us. I know that there are
some who will not be able to see and enjoy
these things through poor eyesight or
colour blindness, but to those who can see,
T encourage you to keep looking and value all
that is wonderful and beautiful around us
and be grateful for the privilege of living in
an area where there is so much beauty. By
the time you read this our Harvest services
will  have already happened (except,
possibly, the one at Reapsmoor); we gave
thanks then for some of God's blessings to
us, but let us continue to be thankful for all
that we can enjoy in this rich world that
has been entrusted to us.

1. Playground: Advice from funders was
that the sustainability grant could only be
used for activities associated with the
playground run on a voluntary basis.

4. Old Graveyard: A working group would
be set up to tidy and spray the overgrown
areas of the graveyard during November
provided the PCC agreed. JF to confirm.

5. Jubilee tree planting: MG to discuss
planting a Jubilee tree and maintenance of
the school wildlife pond with Sue Evans.

6. Bulb planting: Existing bulb population
to be mapped in spring with a view to
increasing stock in the autumn.

7. Heritage trail update: Project well
under way.

8. Any other business: The landlords of
the Grapes Hotel had written to the
Parish Council asking for proposals for
future use.

The man who made Francis and Frank popular
names for boys, and Frances for girls, was St.
Francis of Assisi, a town in Italy. As a young man
Francis lived a gay, selfish life. After a severe illness
he decided to take Jesus Christ as his example, and
he began to live a gay, unselfish life. Giving away all
his worldly goods (he was a rich man), Francis

became a travelling preacher. His obvious happiness
and his deep sincerity attracted a great number of

followers whom he organised into a new Order of
poor, travelling preachers fi the Franciscans. His
festival is celebrated on October 4th.

Francis, too, was the Christian name of a great
Spanish missionary surnamed Xavier. He worked in
India, eventually found his way to Japan, and died
while on a mis sion to China.

On Plymouth Hoe stands a statue of Sir Francis
Drake, one of the leading spirits in the defeat of the
Spanish Armada. He was one of the first to sail all
round the world, a voyage lasting three years.
Another great servant of Queen Elizabeth | was Sir
Francis Bacon, one of the deepest thinkers on
scientific matters the world has ever known.

Among the poets we have had Francis Thompson
and Francis Palgrave. The latter's fame rests largely
on the collection of exquisite poems by many authors
that he assembled under the title of "The Golden
Treasury of English Lyrics."

The German form of Francis is Franz, the
Christian name of three great masters of music.
They were Franz Schubert ("Hark, hark the lark",
"Who is Sylvia ?", "Lilac Time" etc.), Fra nz Joseph
Haydn (you know his hymn tune "Austria", and
perhaps you've heard parts from his oratorio
"Creation", too); and Franz Liszt, pianist and
composer, with his brilliant Hungarian Rhap  sodies
(especially No. 2). And, before | forget fi the meaning
of Francis and Frank is "free".
